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Evaluating a speech in TM gives you another chance

to make a short ( 2 — 3 minute) talk.  You have time to
prepare notes, which you take with you, when you go up
to the podium to speak. It's something you can all do,
after you've made your first speech and attended several
meetings. Evaluating is just giving your opinion on how
the speaker delivered the prepared speech.

Here are 3 easy steps for you to follow:

1. How to Prepare

Get the manual from the speaker and read the basic
project description — focusing on the objectives of the
speech. If the speaker has forgotten to bring the manual
use a photocopy from the manual in the SRTM box.

2. Listening to the Speech

As you listen draw on your own experience , feelings and
opinions. Listen for organization, delivery ( how well the
speaker speaks) and the message given in the speech.

3. Prepare and Present Your Evaluation

You can use the project / objectives description as your
guide or the basis for your evaluation. Additionally,
comment on the speaker’s delivery. After congratulating
the speaker, divide your speech in to 3 parts:

1. Did the speaker meet the objectives of the
project?

2. What did you like about the speech? What did
the speaker do well?

3. Make some helpful suggestions where the
speaker could improve.

Then conclude on a positive note by saying you are
looking forward to the speaker’s next speech.

Finally, write up your evaluation in the manual and return
it to the speaker

You'll be surprised how these 2 minutes go so quickly as
you are presenting your evaluation. Can you evaluate?
YES - YOU CAN!
